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Signs that your pet may be sick

Watch for signs that something is wrong. Following a
turkey dinner, it may take up to one week before
symptoms are evident. Things to watch for are:

e depression

e loss of appetite

e diarrhea

e vomiting

e excessive salivating

o lethargy

e swollen stomach
e rapid pulse

e retching

e weakness

e bloat (when the stomach dilates and rotates — a
fatal condition if not treated immediately).

Call your vet immediately if you see any of these
symptoms.
